New leisure facilities set to transform Streatham 

Plans to transform leisure facilities at Streatham have taken another step forward. A six-month feasibility study has been completed by Tesco, who will now give Lambeth Council the first of a series of payments to help pay for the ambitious scheme.  Tesco will now invite contractors to tender for the scheme to ensure that the development can be delivered within the agreed budget. 

The layout for the leisure centre and ice rink has been confirmed, with input from local user groups, and the developers will now prepare detailed drawings.

The project will include a new leisure centre, swimming pool and ice rink on land next to Streatham Station and building could start in early 2009, though workers will be on-site earlier carrying out preliminary work. 
As well as new leisure facilities, the deal will also see a new supermarket and affordable housing provided for the area. There will also be a new transport hub linking road and rail - all of which will help to revitalise the south of Streatham. 

Councillor Lib Peck, cabinet member for housing and regeneration said; “This ambitious scheme promises to transform Streatham and will provide much needed state-of-the-art leisure facilities for local people. 
“The complexity and size of this project, and the preparations and planning needed has meant that work on site cannot begin until these issues have been properly finalised. I am happy that once work begins on site and is completed, that residents and the local area will benefit hugely from leisure facilities fit for the 21st century and much needed affordable housing”.
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
